Membership requirements:
As an NHS member, you are required to maintain an overall GPA of 3.3 un-weighted, be enrolled in at least one Honors level, Dual Credit, or A.P. course, and complete 14 service hours each quarter – there are 3 quarters total so you need a total of 42 hours to be inducted or recognized for service in National Honor Society.  
●7 hours each quarter come from individual community service you procure on your own such as volunteering at a hospital, nursing home, church, tutoring peers, walking a neighbor’s dog, etc. A signature on your hour log sheet is required from the person or location where you assisted.  You are not allowed to be paid for your service.
●7 hours each quarter come from club sponsored events – local organizations will contact us throughout the year to request volunteers.  NHS student officers or advisor must sign off on your hour logs.  Attendance at monthly meetings is essential to acquire information about these events.  

●Hour sheets must be turned in by the quarterly deadline.  Every day that your hour log is late, you must complete one additional club hour of service.  If your hour sheet is not turned in within one week (5 school days) of the due date, you will be removed from our National Honor Society member/participant list.  It is imperative that you follow the timelines and expectations of service opportunities and hour sheet due dates.  
●Dues are $20.  $10 for the shirt which is to be worn at all club sponsored activities – no shirt – no participation.  Our shirts are our way of representing our school and helping us stand out from other volunteers. $10 is the NHS club fee to purchase supplies.  Dues may be paid to the school banker or via the Foothill High School online store.

●Induction is usually in April or May.  You must complete a minimum of 42 hours (club + individual) to be inducted.  No exceptions will be made.  

●Information about Foothill’s National Honor Society, important forms and service information, AND MOST IMPORTANTLY the link to constantcontact.com (where NHS participants register for service events) are located on our website: foothillnhs.weebly.com. 
●Registering for the texting and/or email program and checking this information on a consistent basis, is a requirement for membership in NHS.  If there are changes to service opportunities, cancellations, or last minute opportunities, we need to be able to contact you quickly. The best way to do this is via the teacherweb.com texting program available via the NHS website.
